Non-residents charges apply where the person interred or in respect of whom the rights are granted is or was immediately before his/her death not an inhabitant or parishioner of the Parish of Sitlington or in the case of a still born child where neither of the parents is, or was at the time of the interment, such an inhabitant or parishioner. It was agreed by the Parish Council in July, 1996 (Minute 77), that the Clerk, with the agreement of the Chairman and Vice-Chairman, should have the authority to waive the non-resident charges in cases where immediately before the death of a person, she/he has lived in a residential or nursing home outside the parish and immediately before entering the home they have lived for a considerable time in the parish.
