Minutes of Parish Council Meeting held on 7th July 2009

It was proposed by Councillor N Brook, seconded by Councillor W Newsome and Resolved – That the minutes of the 
meeting held on the 7th July 2009 be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman with the following 
amendment being added to the end of minute number 72. ‘The plan to be in a similar style to the Crigglestone Parish 
Plan’

Creation of the Parish Plan

Dr Faull explained what she had done so far in her preliminary editing and raised various questions. From these the 
following decisions were resolved by the Parish Council:
a) That sections on Housing and Police, based on results of the questionnaires, would be written by Councillor J Newsome and e-mailed to Dr Faull.

b) That Councillor J Newsome would approach Richard Bell to see if he was willing to draw a parish map and, if so, how much it would cost. The drawing would be A3 size and would include the parish boundary, main roads (including all access roads into the parish), the river and canal, the main settlements, schools and churches, the three major employers (Earnshaws, the National Coal Mining Museum and New Hall Prison and Young Offenders Institution), and Coxley Wood. Councillor France offered to accompany Councillor J Newsome when he met Richard Bell.
c) Dr Faull would obtain quotations for the printing of the parish plan from Lindley’s, Atkinson’s and Delta printers.
d) The Parish Council would aim for a launch date of January 2010.
e) The final edit would be sent to the Chairman for his approval. A full meeting of the Parish Council be called at the page proof stage.

Planning Applications.


It was reported that since the Clerk had prepared his report no new applications had been received. No objections were 
raised to applications circulated in the Clerk’s report.

Decisions on Previous Applications.

The Chairman suspended standing orders to allow Mr Alan Sykes to report on the Planning Boards decision to refuse his 
application for the erection of a dwelling, detached garage and 
gallery/education centre at Coxley Mill, 50 Coxley Lane, 
Middlestown. 

District Councillor Denson reported that planners constantly appeared to ‘move the goalposts’ and Councillor J 
Newsome, who had attended the planning meeting, agreed with the comment.

After further discussion it was resolved that the Parish Council reaffirmed support for the project, which would be 
included in the Parish Plan,  and a delegation to include Parish Councillors Bennett and J Newsome, District Councillor 
Denson and a representative from Coxley Live would arrange a site visit with Mr A Sykes and then arrange a meeting 
with Councillor B Smith, Chairman of the Planning Committee, to stress the importance of the rebuilding of the engine 
house and seek a early resolution to the proposal.
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
