Update report on the purchase of Netherton Sports and Social Club


The recommendations from the Acting Management Committee’s report were presented and discussed.  The Clerk’s 
updated report was also presented and discussions took place.
Recommendation 1

That in line with the resolution contained in minute number 90 of the Parish Council Meeting of 6th September 2011, Sitlington Parish Council will purchase the freehold land and buildings of Netherton Sports and Social Club.

It was proposed by Councillor J. Bennett, seconded by Councillor M. Bradley and resolved to accept the recommendation.

Recommendation 2
That Sitlington Parish Council lease/rent back all buildings (excluding the room to be used as a parish office) to the current club officials.

It was proposed by Councillor J. Bennett, seconded by Councillor R. Bennett and resolved to accept the recommendation.

Recommendation 3
That control of all land to remain with Sitlington Parish Council.
It was proposed by Councillor N. Brook, seconded by Councillor R. Aspinall and resolved to accept the recommendation.

Recommendation 4


Discussion on proposal 4 did not take place as the Clerk had confirmed that he had already applied for the loan.

Recommendation 5
That the lease be drawn up by the Councils solicitor but should not effect completion of the purchase.

Amendment:- that the lease/rental be drawn up by the Councils solicitor under advisement from Sitlington Parish Council.

It was proposed by Councillor R Bennett, seconded by Councillor N. Brook and resolved to accept the amended 
recommendation.

Recommendation 6
That all existing leases/agreements be renegotiated and drawn up by the Councils solicitor.

Recommendation 7
That the Clerks’ timetable for completion of purchase as contained in his report to the Council be accepted.

Possible items affecting the lease/rental agreement were discussed but no decisions were taken:
1. Level of rent – to cover loan as a minimum.

2. Length of the lease/rental period – 2 years.

3. How is the club to operate – not as a private members club as the facility must be freely available to the general 
public.
4. Name of dissolved social club as applied to lease/rental agreement.
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
