Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 12th January 2010

It was proposed by Councillor Kirkpatrick, seconded by Councillor W Newsome and Resolved – That the minutes of the 
Parish Council meeting held on the 12th January 2010 be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

Approval of the proof of the Parish Plan

Dr Faull presented proofs of the Parish Plan for consideration by the meeting. It was reported that the printer was 
collecting the proofs on 22nd January 2010 and the finished plans should be completed in approximately two weeks. 
Parish Councillors were pleased with the finished document although Councillor K Bray objected to the word 
‘Shitlington’ on the map. It was however, proposed by Councillor Taylor, seconded by Councillor Walker and resolved 
that the proofs be accepted and to launch the Parish Plan at The National Mining Museum, possibly in the third week of 
February 2010, inviting everyone who had contributed and those who would be delivering the Parish Plan. The Parish 
Clerk would be asked to write and invite the Lord Lieutenant to officially launch the plan and to mention that Dr Faull 
had edited the document.

Creation of a Parish Logo

Councillor Bennett presented three logos, each with a tree in the middle. It was agreed that the logo should be lozenge 
shaped with ‘Sitlington Parish Council’ around the edge. After much discussion Councillor Taylor was asked to present 
three examples, one with an owl in the tree, one with the Flockton Viaduct in the background and one with both, for final 
approval at the February 2010 Parish Council meeting. It was proposed, seconded and resolved that the logo be launched 
at the same time as the Parish Plan and the Lord Lieutenant be asked to present the prizes to the children.
