During July 2010, officers have worked 19 hours on the Parish Council scheme. This was due to leave. In August officers worked 30.5 hours
Officers have continued to concentrate on the area around Middlestown Junior & Infants School due to the recent number of calls there relating to nuisance youths. As briefly mentioned last month on Sunday 4th July when officers attended a call at the school they searched and arrested a male for possession of drugs with intent to supply. 3 other people were also searched. This school, as a result of all the calls, has now been classed as an anti social behaviour target location and will be regularly monitored to try and reduce the problems. Over the last month, of the nuisance youths calls in the area only two, at the beginning of July were from this location. 
The other area where there has been a more recent increase in calls relating to nuisance youths is in Netherton. Some of these were over the bank holiday weekend. Patrols have been directed to this area since that time. Coxley woods has been patrolled but without gain in the last week.

Counting all calls classed as relating to anti social behaviour, there were 18 in July and only 10 in August. Given that this includes the school holiday the numbers were very encouraging.

In relation to the SAFE scheme, officers have given out 13 speeding tickets, 7 verbal warnings for speeding and 5 for not wearing seat belts.
They have conducted a total of 29 stops of people whilst covering the SAFE scheme. This is in addition to the youths that are regularly spoken to on a day to day basis.

There have been 4 persons searched for drugs and 3 of those positively dealt with as they had drugs in their possession. One was arrested; all three were dealt with by way of a cannabis warning.

Crimes in the area have increased in August with 2 of the 3 vehicles taken so far this year going in that one month. In addition 6 of the 7 theft from vehicles have taken place in the last 2 months. There is no pattern or apparent link between any of these. Of the damage to motor vehicle offences 2 involved some sort of chemical being poured over the paintwork, effectively stripping it. These are obviously linked by their nature but there is no known reason for the incidents other than mindless damage. All remain undetected at this time. Unlike anti social behaviour, the total number of crimes rose from 9 in July to 16 in August. 
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
