Patrol Report In Respect Of November 2009
During November officers worked 45 hours on the Parish Council Safe Scheme.
Patrols have been concentrated on locations of concern particularly the village hall. Nineteen youths have been subject to "Stop and Account" legislation the majority of these again in the vicinity of the village hall. Officers have noted that since the removal of the Youth Shelter the numbers congregating appears to have declined. Further to past concerns in relation to youths congregating at the bus shelter on Upper Lane and damage to the shelter its self last month officers have moved youths on that have been found at that location.
Officers on 2 separate occasions searched a total of 6 persons and 2 vehicles under the Misuse of Drugs Act. Although no drugs were found associated paraphernalia was located ( weighing scales/dealing bags). The relevant intelligence has been submitted , together with seven other separate items of information from other officers during the course of the month.
A male was stopped driving on Netherton Lane following community intelligence that he would be driving with excess alcohol. He was arrested following positive breath test and gave substantive tests at Wood Street Police Station over double the legal limit. He was charged and bailed and has since been convicted (fined and disqualified) at Wakefield Magistrates Court. 

An officer working in Middlestown had occasion to stop a male driving whilst using a mobile phone. Enquiries revealed the vehicle was owned by his father and he was not covered on the insurance. The vehicle was seized and the driver reported.
Regarding school parking concerns officers have warned parents/carers re indiscriminate parking outside Netherton School this month and 1 ticket was issued.
Regarding speeding concerns 10 endorsable tickets have been issued to offending motorists on New Road Netherton Lane and Stocksmoor Road and a further motorist warned.
Tickets have also been issued in respect of seat belt offences and 2 vehicle defect forms issued to offending motorists. A further 23 vehicles have been stopped and checked over the course of the month.
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
