PATROL REPORT IN RESPECT OF OCTOBER 2009 
During October officers worked a total of 41 hours on The Police Safe Scheme
The village hall was prioritised during October, emphasised following the Public meeting at Netherton WMC where local residents expressed their concerns.
A total of 23 youths have been subject to "Stop and Account" legislation at the location. At the time of Officers visits no offences were apparent
A youth well known to Officers was stopped driving his own vehicle near the village hall. Owing to a smell of cannabis vehicle, driver and front seat passenger were searched under the misuse of drugs act. A quantity of cannabis was found and the driver arrested
Regarding speeding concerns on New Road Stocksmoor Road and Netherton Lane a total of 15 endorsable tickets have been issued to offending motorist and 13 motorists verbally warned regarding their speed
Elderly/vulnerable residents who have suffered past youth problems have been re visited as have elderly victims of more serious crime this month (burglary) to offer reassurance
4 items of intelligence have been submitted
In relation to concerns over parking outside Middlestown school together with concerns over parking on Upper Lane outside Premier Store, I am in the process of arranging site visits with members of  WMDC highways to see what options may be available. A letter will be forwarded to the school this month for distribution to Parents/carers regarding the indiscriminate parking situation, requesting their co-operation to avoid the enforcement by fixed penalty tickets
