Patrol Report for April 2010

During April 2010, officers have worked 34 hours on the Parish Council scheme

Officers have attended at the youth clubs and completed a large number of stops in the Parish Council area. 
In one group that were stopped, 5 were searched under Misuse of Drugs act legislation and from the same group, 2 cans of alcohol were disposed of. The searches did not yield anything on this occasion.

Further high visibility patrols have been conducted throughout the month, both as part of the SAFE scheme and normal duties.
Coxley woods have been patrolled and 2 new sites for fires have been identified, although the fire-setters were not present

A vehicle was stopped for speeding in Midgley and it turned out the driver had no licence or insuance. The vehicle was seized under Road Traffic Act legislation.
Another vehicle stopped where the driver was not wearing a seat belt smelled strongly of cannabis and was subject of a drugs search, unfortunately without any luck.

A vehicle pulled out of a junction ahead of a police vehicle and immediately pulled over and the driver and passenger tried to swap places. The driver was initially arrested but once all details were confirmed he was released. Admissions were made and both occupants of the vehicle were dealt with for driving offences.

Speed checks have been conducted within the Parish Council Area, 1 ticket has been issued and 2 verbal warnings.
