SITLINGTON PARISH COUNCIL POLICE SAFE SCHEME

PATROL REPORT IN RESPECT OF FEBRUARY 2010

During February Officers worked a total of 49 hours on the Parish Council funded scheme

Officers have prioritised known locations of concern, particularly in relation to anti social behaviour by youths. Locations include those raised at meetings and those apparent to Officers from their local knowledge

Anti social behaviour is undoubtedly the most frequent type of call that Officers respond to and it is only right that this is targeted and dealt with in a positive manner

During the month 33 youths have been subject to Stop and account legislation at Anti social behaviour “Hot spots”, quantities of alcohol have been seized from youths at the Village Hall

Youths have been issued with “Directions to leave” locations including the bus shelter on Upper Lane. This relatively recent legislation Orders anyone aged 16 years to leave a location if the Officer believes it necessary  to reduce or remove the likelihood of alcohol  related crime or disorder  at the locality. A timescale is given regarding leaving and returning. Failure to comply with this ,the Officer has the Power to arrest the person 

Continuing on the theme of youth issues I was contacted mid month regarding concerns from residents in Overton (particularly the elderly persons bungalows on Nell Gap Lane) regarding youths on leaving St Luke”s Church youth Club. Reports centred on running through gardens/moving plant pots etc and general nuisance type behaviour. Having liaised with the Youth Group Leader I attended the Club and addressed the group as a whole. They have my contact details should there be any further information forthcoming

Officers stopped a Fiat Marea on Stocksmoor Road. On speaking with the occupants they were searched under the Misuse of Drugs Act.

1 was arrested following cannabis being located .A further occupant of the vehicle was arrested as he was found to be  in Breach of a court order dated 8th of February.

Although marginally outside the Parish boundary the location of the wooded area at the Bretton Roundabout has been raised before regarding Adult indecency issues. A Safe scheme Officer had reason to check the location and found a male in a vehicle  carrying out an indecent act. The male has been interviewed and reported for summons 

Officers also attended at two reported incidents of an alleged bogus official on Danesleigh Drive and a domestic incident on Ridge Road

6 items of intelligence have been submitted by Officers following Self generated work or Community intelligence

Regarding Road Safety and speeding concerns the following results have been achieved by Officers targeting New Road ,Netherton Lane and Stocksmoor Road

24 endorsable fixed penalty tickets have been issued in respect of exceeding the speed limits and 8  motorists warned

14 further vehicles have been stopped and checked and 2 tickets issued to drivers in respect of their vehicles not having a current M O T Certificate
