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Sitlington Parish Council Police SAFE Scheme

Patrol Report for May 2010

During May 2010, officers have worked 13 hours on the Parish Council scheme.
Officers have attended at the youth clubs and surrounding areas. Officers have not located any further holes that have been dug. An officer has been tasked to speak to the named youths about the holes to ascertain if there is any criminal intent involved in this. Due to work commitments this has not been done as yet.
Of the stops that were completed, 1 vehicle was searched for drugs under Misuse of Drugs Act legislation without gain.
Further high visibility patrols have been conducted throughout the month, both as part of the SAFE scheme and normal duties.

Speed checks have been conducted within the Parish Council Area, 13 tickets has been issued.
A number of verbal warnings were also given for speeding by officers unable to use the speed devices. 

Throughout the month there have been a total of 16 calls to the police that were deemed to be of an anti social nature. Of these 11 related to youth nuisance and 3 to nuisance vehicles. The police ran an operation in the Horbury Bridge area on Saturday 29th May, but covered parts of the Sitlington area on motorbikes and a number of youths were warned and bikes seized.
Due to other commitments officers hours on the scheme were reduced this month, they should be back to normal in June.
Pubs in the area have been visited to try and gauge their intent for the World Cup. Some are expecting a small increase in numbers, but no major problems are anticipated
