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SITLINGTON PARISH COUNCIL POLICE SAFE SCHEME PATROL REPORT
JANUARY 2010

During January Officers worked  a total of 43 hours  on the Parish Council/Police Safe scheme

High visibility patrols were carried out throughout the month  prioritising locations of most concern particularly the elderly persons bungalows on Nell Gap Lane regarding re assurance after  the previous months” burglaries and past anti social behaviour

Officers working on the scheme made 4 arrests in January

· 2 of those related to a Nissan Terano  , the vehicle being stopped in relation to its speed on New Road, Middlestown The vehicle was found to contain  a large number of containers full of diesel together with siphoning equipment .Two  males from Bradford were arrested  on suspicion of theft/Going equipped for theft
· 1 male was arrested on New Road  following providing a positive breath test .He had been stopped in relation to his speed
·  1 male was arrested having been found in possession of cannabis. He was stopped riding a motorcycle on Sandy Lane and searched under the misuse of drugs act
An Officer on patrol on Nell Gap Lane stopped a male driving a Ford Mondeo. Enquires with  the drivers insurance company revealed that the policy had been cancelled owing to non payment of premiums. His vehicle was seized and  he will be prosecuted

 Two motorists were  warned regarding their manner of driving , one of those following anonymous reports that  a vehicle in the  Netherton area was “towing” youths around on sledges in the snow

Officers also attended incident logs being a first unit at the scene owing to being  in the area working on the scheme. These include

· A report of a sudden death, an elderly female found collapsed in the drivers seat of her car on her drive on Green Lane Overton
· Assisting ambulance staff with a violent patient refusing to travel to hospital
A total  of 11 youths have been subject to Stop and account legislation and  6 items of intelligence submitted
