During September 2010, officers have worked 32 hours on the Parish Council scheme.

Officers have patrolled throughout the parish covering all areas. There has been an increase in the number of calls for rowdy & inconsiderate behaviour (usually nuisance youths), but these are spread all over.
There have been no calls in relation to any other type of anti social behaviour such as motorcycles or vehicles.
Officers have given out 18 speeding tickets and 2 verbal warnings for speeding
They have conducted a total of 13 stops of people whilst covering the SAFE scheme. This is in addition to the youths that are regularly spoken to on a day to day basis.

There have been 4 persons searched for drugs in the South Lane area and this has been added as a Local Priority for the Neighbourhood Policing Team as there have been 2 other calls about vehicles parking up in that area believed to be for drug use. The 4 persons searched were all negative but they did admit to previous drug use.
Crimes in the Parish have dropped in the last month, from 15 in August to 9 in September. Both house burglaries were of empty properties. 4 people were arrested at one of those and have now been charged with the offence. Neither of the two damage to motor vehicle offences are linked but both appear to be mindless damage, one had a rear window put through, the other a wing mirror and body panels damaged. The burglary others in Middlestown where adjoining shops on New Road. Change was taken from the till in one.
For the information of the Parish Council, additional patrols have been arranged for Halloween and Bonfire weekends.
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
