DECEMBER 2009

During December Officers worked a total of 51 hours on the Parish Council/Police Safe scheme.

Of those hours the usual locations of concern were prioritised however as you will note from the crime report regretfully early December saw a spate of burglaries in Middlestown concentrated around the Nell Gap Lane areas at the far end of the village committed mainly evening times. Officers were asked to concentrate  patrols in that area 

One vehicle believed involved in  some of these crimes is a red Vauxhall Vectra registered mark  W214 VNV which enquiries are ongoing to trace.
I would urge any resident who sees this vehicle to contact the Police immediately explaining the above

Regarding youth issues and anti social behaviour a total of 26 youths have been subject to “Stop and account” legislation .Two youths in Netherton following complaints from the public were visited at home and spoken to in the presence of their parents

Six items of intelligence have been submitted by Officers

2 youths and a vehicle were searched under the “Misuse of Drugs Act”in Netherton  and a further adult and vehicle under the same legislation in Middlestown.The  Middlestown incident came about as the Officer acted on recent intelligence from the Community.
One Officer   spent  a considerable  length of time on a tour of duty  concentrating on sightings of a believed stolen Tractor being driven around the Netherton area with a youth driving.. The vehicle was eventually located and the driver traced who was found to be driving the vehicle legitimately

Regarding speeding concerns on Netherton Lane, New Road and Stocksmoor Road a total of 19 endorsable fixed penalty tickets have been issued and 2 motorists warned
