In July officers have worked 26 hours on the SAFE scheme and in August, 32
There were 21 crimes recorded in July, but 7 of these related to a mini crime spree by one person in the staff car park at New Hall prison. The suspect was apprehended and has been remanded in custody.

Otherwise, the number of crimes in the area were 14 in July and 13 in August. The spread of crimes is across the whole area rather than in June when they were virtually all in Middlestown

There has been just one house burglary in the last 2 months; this was on Highfield Crescent, Middlestown. Whilst entry was gained to the property, nothing was taken.

In relation to the other burglaries there is no pattern, each structure that was broken into was different and not linked. Various items were taken.

One vehicle was stolen in the last 2 months and 2 were broken into, again in stark contrast to the rest of the division.

The other thefts have kept crime numbers high. These include a couple of thefts at Caphouse Colliery; some copper wire was taken in one and a visitor’s watch in another. Other items taken include a fridge from a garden and a purse on a bus passing through the area.

Of the damaged vehicles, 3 were deliberate scratches along the bodywork, one was a police vehicle that witnessed suspicious activity on a pub car park, when it went to investigate one of the parked vehicles reversed into the police vehicle and drove off.

Of the other damage offences, the one of note is the swing by the community centre. Nobody has been identified as causing this damage.

The drugs related to a house search for someone already under arrest where a small cannabis setup was found in their bedroom

In relation to anti social behaviour, the figures remained virtually constant throughout the summer, and at very low levels compared to other areas. The calls are dotted about all over the Parish and there are no repeat calls within this list. Calls relating to nuisance motor cycles continue to remain low.

The area has been patrolled by a number of PC’s and PCSO’s on the SAFE scheme and a small number of youths have been spoken to, more in an attempt to divert them from anti social behaviour rather than them actually being anti social. Patrols have been made into the various woods around the Parish and calls have been received in the office and a couple through the normal channels about camping in the woods. There have been no calls relating to these camps being anti social, but there has been a lot of mess left to clear up afterwards

Officers have issued 6 tickets for speeding, 6 for speed awareness and 1 person reported for travelling at 62 in a 30. One person was also given a ticket for no seat belt.
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
