In November officers have worked 50 hours on the SAFE scheme
There were no house burglaries, though 2 other burglaries occurred, one on Sandy Lane when a shed was broken into but nothing taken and another on Balk Lane when an outbuilding was entered by force and tools taken.
Three vehicles were stolen from, one on the Star Inn public house had all its wheel trims taken; another on Lapwing View had a window smashed and a Stihl saw taken from within; lastly a car was broken into on Highfields and had items taken from within.

There have been two reports of damage to vehicles, one on Butts Lane where a car had its bonnet dented by unknown means and the other at Denby Grange School when a person has jumped on a car damaging it. A person was arrested and charged with the offence

Four other damages were reported, another on Butts Lane where a door latch was damaged, no attempt made to gain entry; another at Denby Grange School, where a pupil has smashed a window, they were dealt with by community resolution; one on Nell Gap Avenue where a fence panel has been damaged and one on Ramsey View where plants have been trampled and a fence panel damaged.
A theft was reported on Nell Gap Lane, two dogs were taken from a garden

Two people were arrested for drugs offences at New Hall Prison

An arson was recorded at New Hall Farm, unknown person have deliberately set fire to two trailers full of hay destroying all the hay and both trailers

In terms of calls about anti social behaviour, there have only been three, one about a motorcycle on Butts Lane, one alcohol related on Thornhill Road and the last youth related on Ramsey View

On the SAFE scheme plenty of people have been stopped. A couple were searched for drugs when their car smelt of cannabis, but none was found, some youths with alcohol were stopped but provided proof of age, others didn’t and had the alcohol confiscated. Drivers of speeding vehicles have been given speeding tickets (7 tickets, 1 reported, 2 speed awareness tickets, others were given verbal warnings)
