During March 2011, officers have worked 60 hours on the Parish Council scheme. 
The area has been patrolled at all times of the day and night on the SAFE scheme and normal duty.
There has been a notable increase in the number of nuisance youth calls in the last month, from 4 in February to 13 in March. One was a known local male causing problems at the youth club; he was taken home and spoken to in front of his parents. Two were about the same party that got out of hand. There have been a couple of reports of youths climbing on the building at the rear of the White Swan pub and officers have liased with the owner about this
Officers have given out 16 speeding tickets and 4 speed awareness tickets. 10 drivers have also been stopped and warned regarding excess speed in the 20mph zone on Netherton Lane. 3 people have been given tickets for using a mobile phone whilst driving and 1 for not using a seat belt. 1 vehicle defect forms has also been given out
They have conducted a total of 15 stops of people whilst covering the SAFE scheme. One was for drugs but without gain. One officer found youths with 10 different bottles of alcohol on them which was discarded. 

This is in addition to the people that are regularly spoken to on a day to day basis. 
There were 15 crimes of the types shown above in March. The main area where these were committed was Netherton for the second month running. 
In addition to those mentioned above, there have also been 2 arson crimes recorded, one at Balk Lane, Netherton where a barn and hay was burnt down and another at Netherton J&I school where a glove was set on fire and put in a bin on a wall
Both house burglaries were in Netherton, one was a bogus incident, the suspects purporting to be from the water board. The second one was an attempt to damage the europrofile lock on a door using molegrips.
The theft from vehicle crimes occurred in Netherton, 3 towards the bottom of Netherton Lane. 3 were said to be secure, one insecure and the last had the wing mirrors taken.

There were two drug offences in the last month, one found by an officer on patrol and one for a person trying to supply to Newhall Prison
