During January 2011, officers have worked 51 hours on the Parish Council scheme. 
Officers have patrolled throughout the parish covering all areas and at varying times, including the early hours of the morning. The crime numbers were the same as last month and there have been a number of good stops and sighting of known criminals by both officers working on the SAFE scheme and the Rural Neighbourhood Policing Team. Unlike last month when the weather no doubt played some part in the reduced numbers, I don’t think that has continued through January and I believe the police presence has been more important.
There has been a continued downward trend in anti social behaviour calls relating to nuisance youths in January, 6 calls down from 7 in December. There has been one vehicle nuisance call and one neighbour problem reported too. 
Officers have given out 13 speeding tickets, 6 vehicle defect forms for a variety of offences, 1 endorsable ticket for driving whilst using a mobile phone and 1 for no seat belt.
They have conducted a total of 17 stops of people whilst covering the SAFE scheme. This is in addition to the people that are regularly spoken to on a day to day basis.

There were 11 crimes of the types shown above in January, the same as in December. The main area where these were committed was Middlestown. In addition to those there was an arson reported on Church Crescent. One suspect has been eliminated, no one else is suspected at this time. 
One house burglary was an attempt that occurred on Water Lane. The perpetrators had tried to gain entry by forcing the euro profile lock on the rear patio door. The other, on Nell Gap Lane, was entered after the euro profile lock was snapped.
The first theft from vehicle was again an attempt on New Road. The vehicle was locked and secure, the vehicle entered but nothing taken. The second was from the Midgley Lodge Hotel, a van was broken into and tools taken.
There was one theft of vehicle on Lapwing View, Netherton.

The other thefts involved coping stones being stolen from a garden wall on Sandy Lane and a cooker stored under a tarpaulin in another garden on Oakland Road. The theft at Old Road was again items removed from a garden and the last was theft of hens, 2 nights running, on Blacker Lane
The damage was to chains linked between fence posts in a garden on Coxley View.

The drugs offence came from items found during a house search after a person was arrested for another drugs offence elsewhere.
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
