During February 2011, officers have worked 56 hours on the Parish Council scheme. 
The area has been patrolled and visited at all times of the day and night both on the SAFE scheme and during normal duty time. There has been high visibility policing on Netherton Lane outside the Netherton and Junior and Infants School, showing the children the speed gun and police vehicle. 
In relation to calls of an anti social behaviour nature there have been 2 about nuisance motorcycles. These have been in the last week, one was on Glenfields and one on Coxley View. No one was identified by the callers but officers have been in the area trying to locate the bikes. There have been 4 calls about nuisance youths, these have been dotted about with one in Netherton, one in Middlestown, one on Bridge Road and one near New Hall Prison. There was one additional call about speeding vehicles on Sandy Lane.
Officers have given out 21 speeding tickets and 4 vehicle defect forms for a variety of offences
They have conducted a total of 19 stops of people whilst covering the SAFE scheme. This is in addition to the people that are regularly spoken to on a day to day basis.

There were 10 crimes of the types shown above in February. The main area where these were committed was Netherton. 
There were four thefts from vehicles, 2 on Glenfields on the 16th and 20th of the month. One vehicle was possibly insecure, the other is believed to have been secure. Of the other two, one was also insecure, on Redshank Place and one had its window smashed on Stocksmoor Road. On all four thefts, sat navs were taken.
The three damaged vehicles were on Glenfields, Upper Lane and Highfield Road, these were on the 3rd, 25th and 12th respectively.
Of the other thefts, one was again items stolen from a garden on Nell Gap Crescent and the other was theft of a dog from New Road
Lastly, the damages were at the Mining Museum (padlocks on gates) and on Ramsey Road (fence panels caused by youths climbing over to get a ball)
