During June 2010, officers have worked 31 hours on the Parish Council scheme.

Officers have started to concentrate on the area around Middlestown Junior & Infants School due to the recent number of calls there relating to nuisance youths. Whilst just out of the scope of this report from a time perspective, on Sunday 4th July when officers attended a call at the school they searched and arrested a male for possession of drugs with intent to supply.  3 other people were also searched. This school, as a result of all the calls, has now been classed as an anti social behaviour target location and will be regularly monitored to try and reduce the problems.

Whilst there have been an increase in the number of calls to the school, the total number of calls about anti social youths in the area has reduced.

(Again, slightly jumping the gun there have been recent reports of drugs activity in the Overton area which are being tasked to the SAFE scheme officers and Rural NPT officers)
In relation to the SAFE scheme, officers have given out 9 speeding tickets, 4 for not wearing seat belts and 3 for using a mobile phone whilst driving.
One vehicle has been seized as the driver had no documents for it.

The youths who had been digging holes around the youth club have been spoken to and a report submitted to the council as requested.

Officers have conducted a total of 21 stops of people whilst covering the SAFE scheme. This is in addition to the youths that are regularly spoken to on a day to day basis.

Crimes in the area have increased slightly, most noticeably the burglary dwellings in the Middlestown area. These three have been spread out throughout the month and all are still under investigation.
