During November 2010, officers have worked 56.5 hours on the Parish Council scheme. This includes additional hours for the 4th, 5th & 6th for the Bonfire weekend
Officers have patrolled throughout the parish covering all areas. There has been a decrease in the number of calls for rowdy & inconsiderate behaviour (usually nuisance youths) to 10 (from 18 last month), and these have been equally split between Netherton and Middlestown. There was one incident at the youth club on 22nd November which was attended by the Wakefield Rural Neighbourhood Policing Team. Details of a number of youths were taken and their parents will be sent a letter to advise them of this. There has been 1 call in relation to the anti social use of motorcycles.
For the information of the Parish Council, the Wakefield Rural Neighbourhood Policing Team are working in conjunction with local youth teams to ensure the Netherton Youth Crew is a successful enterprise that is not blighted by one or two individuals.

Officers have given out 16 speeding tickets, 1 ticket for misuse of lights, 2 drivers have been given tickets for using a mobile phone whilst driving and 1 driver had their vehicle seized as they were driving without insurance or a licence
They have conducted a total of 22 stops of people whilst covering the SAFE scheme. This is in addition to the youths that are regularly spoken to on a day to day basis.

Crimes in the Parish have increased significantly from October. 
Of the house burglaries, 2 involved the euro profile lock being snapped and on 1 a door was forced. The last was where 3 children were let into the house by the elderly occupant who knew one of them. At least one excused themselves to use the toilet and stole property. One child is below the age of criminal responsibility, the other 2 have been arrested and enquiries are still ongoing.
Of the burglary others, one was at Go Outdoors, Hostingley Lane, one was a garage, the last a shed. 
The thefts from vehicles had the most significant increase in November. There has been no particular pattern to these but from a crime prevention aspect I would ask the Parish Council to make it known as widely as possible for people not to leave valuables in sight within vehicles. The latest crimes of this type across the Rural NPT area are basic smash and grab offences where windows are being broken to effect entry to vehicles. The good news is that 2 people have been arrested for some of the offences and enquiries are ongoing.
The damaged vehicles were in Netherton Lane, St Lukes Close, Ramsey Road, Butts Lane and Stocksmoor Road.
The theft of vehicle was believed taken when the keys had been stolen in a previous incident a few days before

Additional patrols have been in place recently to try and curtail the increasing crime and there has been some success in this with no crimes in the last week.
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
