During December 2010, officers have worked 60 hours on the Parish Council scheme. 
Officers have patrolled throughout the parish covering all areas and at varying times, including the early hours of the morning. This does appear to have been one of the reasons for the reduction in the number of crimes recorded last month. Admittedly the bad weather has played its part, but most importantly a number of our more prolific criminals have been arrested and given conditions that are aimed at preventing further crime, such as overnight curfews.

There has been a further decrease in the number of calls for rowdy & inconsiderate behaviour (usually nuisance youths) to 7 (from 10 last month), and 4 of these were in Middlestown. I concede again that the weather will have played some part in this reduction, but as officers become more aware of the trouble causers their effectiveness increases. Some youths have openly said to officers that they are fed up with the police being in the area essentially preventing them from being anti social and they are travelling out of the Parish to escape scrutiny!
Officers have given out 13 speeding tickets, 4 vehicle defect forms for a variety of offences, 1 endorsable ticket for driving otherwise than in accordance with a licence.
They have conducted a total of 18 stops of people whilst covering the SAFE scheme. This is in addition to the people that are regularly spoken to on a day to day basis.

Crime also reduced last month to a total of 12 crimes. The majority of these were in Netherton, with 5 theft from/interference with vehicles. Only 2 were on the same night (9th Dec), both on Blacker Lane. Of these 5 offences, 3 were thefts from, 2 were interference with which essentially means it was a precursor offence to theft of or from. 3 vehicles were forcibly entered and 2 were logged as entry by unknown means. Various items were taken, but do include a laptop and money.
There has been one Arson at Whitely Farm where someone has pulled bales of hay stacked in a barn to its middle and set fire to them. They appear to have gone out of their own accord and there are no lines of enquiry as no one was seen and there is no CCTV in the area.

The house burglary occurred on Hall Croft on 16th December. There euro profile lock was attacked on the side door to the house but as the door was opened the alarm went off and the suspects made off inseen.
Netherton Junior & Infants School was broken into on 10th December. A computer, safe and money was taken
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
