During October 2010, officers have worked 44 hours on the Parish Council scheme. This includes additional hours for the 30th and 31st for the Halloween weekend
Officers have patrolled throughout the parish covering all areas. There has been an increase in the number of calls for rowdy & inconsiderate behaviour (usually nuisance youths), and the majority (10) have been in the Netherton area. This rise was anticipated due to the school holiday and the run up to the Halloween weekend. However, extra patrols were provided on the 30th and 31st, but there were no specific calls for anti social behaviour. One call was received regarding an assault in the Netherton area and a group of 15-20 youths were dispersed but no assaults were ultimately reported. 
There have been 2 calls in relation to the anti social use of motorcycles.
Officers have given out 21 speeding tickets, 1 ticket for no seat belt, 7 drivers have been required to produce documents and 1 rider was given a S59 warning regarding anti social use of a scooter
They have conducted a total of 12 stops of people whilst covering the SAFE scheme. This is in addition to the youths that are regularly spoken to on a day to day basis.

Crimes in the Parish have increased from September. 
One house burglary related to a person gaining entry to an insecure property and removing the pay per view box off the TV. This occurred in Ramsey Road
Two occurred in Middlestown over the last weekend, one on Thornhill Road and one on Water Lane.

A third occurred over the weekend in Netherton, Bridle Close.

Of these last 3 burglaries, 2 were euro profile locks that were snapped to gain entry. One was a brick through the window

The theft from vehicle occurred in Southfields View

The burglary others (anything except a house) were in New Road, Overton and Upper Lane, Netherton

The damaged vehicles were in Coxley Lane, Middlestown and Blacker Lane, Netherton
For the information of the Parish Council, additional patrols will be in place for the Bonfire weekend. In addition the Neighbourhood Policing team are looking to hold some of its PACT meetings in the Netherton or Middlestown area in 2011.
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
