Report 

Traffic
PC Jackson conducted speed checks on Stocksmoor Road as part of his patrols on the 12th.  One TOR was submitted for excessive speed.

PC Laybourne conducted 2 hours of speed checks on the 21st, between 1100 – 1300hrs. 4 TOR’s were submitted due to excessive speed on New Road. A further two hours were conducted on the 24th. 5 TOR’s were submitted due to excessive speed on Stocksmoor Road.

PC Laybourne worked for 3 hours on the 30th concentrating on speeding issues on Stocksmoor Road. 8 traffic offence reports were submitted for excessive speed. Most offenders lived locally.

Patrols
PCSO Baker covered the area between 1200 -1600 hrs on the 9th. Particular attention was paid to Emroyd woods. One off road bike was seen and seized from the rider.

PC Jackson worked on the 12th between 1630 -1930 hrs. Attended at 126 Coxley View due to further parties taking place at the address. Several people were in the garden and very much in drink. All were advised regarding their behaviour. Neighbours were spoken with and reassured.

PC Bailey conducted two hours patrol on the 11th and 12th between 0200 – 0300hrs. The area was very quiet, no incidents were reported.

PC Bailey conducted a further two hours on the 23th, between 0200 – 0400. Two person checks were conducted, all in order.

PC Kurtovic and France worked for two hours between 1400 – 1600 on the 18th. No incidents of note.

PCSO Baker conducted a further 4 hours patrol on the 17th (1600 – 2000) Concentrating on Emroyd Woods and surrounding area, no off road bikes seen or heard.

PCSO Baker completed a further 4 hours patrol on the 25th between 1600 – midnight. No incidents of note.
PC Kurtovic and France worked for two hours between 1400 – 1600 on the 26th. Patrols were conducted throughout the area with attention paid to parking issues outside the schools.

PCSO Baker completed 2 further hours on the 28th and 29th. Emroyd Woods were patrolled, no bikes were located, although a male was spoken to who advised that youths would start using the woods when the weather became warmer to make fires and get drunk.
Crime

No burglary offences have been reported in the past month.

One theft from vehicle offence has taken place on the 11th on Water Lane. Offenders have gained access to an insecure vehicle and taken cash and keys.

Two damage to motor vehicle offences have been recorded, both occurring on the 10th at Denby Grange School, Stocksmoor Road. A pupil from the school has caused damage to the school bus and a member of staffs’ vehicle that was parked in the grounds.
A further damage has also taken place at the school on the 26th, where a student has caused damage to a whiteboard. The student has subsequently received a caution.

Two further theft offences have been recorded. The first from an address on Upper Lane where offenders have taken charity bags from outside the premises. A registration number form a vehicle used in the offences was obtained and enquiries are ongoing to trace the driver.
The second occurred on the 17th on New Road. Offenders have driven into the mining museum compound and removed a heavy duty switch box. Again enquiries are ongoing to trace the owner of a vehicle involved in the offence.

On the 30th a theft took place on Water Lane, offenders have gained access to a garden and taken the gas cooker.
Anti-Social Behaviour

There has been 5 ASB related calls in the past month.
Two of the calls were for nuisance bikes, the first on the 2nd from Thornhill Road, where the caller reported 3 bikes entering the woods. NPT staff attended but all had left before their arrival. The second call was from an address on Old Road on the 6th, a quad bike was seen being ridden up and down the street knocking the bins over. The male rider drove off towards Overton.
A call was received on the 9th regarding a taxi driving erratically around Netherton Lane. The vehicle was seen skidding in the road before driving off towards Horbury.

On the 14th a suspicious incident was reported on Cross Road, 5 youths were seen in the school grounds smoking cannabis. NPT officers attended but the youths had already left.
Another suspicious incident was reported on the 23rd from Nell Gap Lane. A male was seen going door to door taking lifestyle surveys. He asked to go into the callers address but when refused he became very insistent. When asked for ID he flashed a card but it was so quick that it actually couldn’t’ be seen. The male hung around the area for a short time later looking at windows of the flats before leaving. No offences were reported.
