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Report 
Traffic

PC May conducted two hours of speed checks on the 25th on New Road. 1 traffic offence report was submitted for excessive speed and three drivers warned.
Patrols

PC May patrolled the area on the 10th between 1600-1800hrs, the majority of the area was covered without incident.

PCSO Baker worked on the 13th for 4 hours between 1200 – 1600hrs. Conducting foot patrol around Emroyd woods and general area. 2 persons were spoken to inside the woods who stated no bikes had been seen for about a week.

PC Bailey conducted foot patrols in the area on the 25th between 1700-1900 concentrating on Emroyd woods, Netherton and Overton. No ASB form youths or bikes.

PCSO Baker conducted further patrols on the 29th between 1600 -1800 hrs, all areas covered. No nuisance bikes were present or youths discovered.
Crime
Only one burglary dwelling offence has been recorded, which occurred on the 19th on Netherfield Avenue. Offenders have attempted to gain entry to an attached garage by prising a roller shutter door, extensive damage has been caused but no property taken.

One other burglary has been recorded, which occurred on the 6th on Stocksmoor Road, where a window has been smashed at the school. Offenders have then gained entry and removed property from drawers before making their escape.

Three theft from motor vehicles have been reported all occurring on the 7th. An insecure vehicle is attacked on Highfield Crescent and property taken.

Another insecure vehicle has been entered on Crossfields and a quantity of hair product taken from the boot.

The third vehicle was on Wood Mount, offenders have gained entry to vehicle causing no damage and removed property.

One theft if vehicle has been recorded on the 13th on Coxley Crescent, where a motor bike has been taken.

An interference with motor vehicle occurred on the 17th on Hall Croft, offenders have gained access to the vehicle but have been disturbed by the owner and ran off, no property taken / damage caused.

One damage offence has been recorded on the 21st on Sandy Lane, where offenders have shaved the mane from a horse.
Anti-Social Behaviour
Seven ASB related calls have been received.

On the 8th a suspicious call was received from Smithy Lane, the caller reporting that they had seen a very large cat in the area, possibly the size of a Labrador. No further confirmed sightings were received and the RSPCA was contacted.

ON the 12tha call was received from Ridge Road, regarding someone shooting wild birds and gunshots could be heard. Officers attended but were unable to locate where the shots had been coming from, no further reports were received.

On the 18th from Sandy Lane a report of suspicious males was received, 2 males were prowling around the farm and the caller believed that they may be looking at taking one of the horses. No descriptions were offered or vehicles seen.

On the 19th from an address on Coxley View, a caller reported that they could hear a small child calling dad from the woods, this was ongoing for a number of minutes. Officers attended but nobody was seen.

Another suspicious call was received from Sandy Lane on the 24th, due to 2 young males looking overly interested in a car. All three made off on seeing caller, no offences were reported.

A nuisance call was received on the 30-th from Oakland Drive as youths had removed some bollards protecting a hole in the road. 

On the 31st on Balk Lane, a report was received of males hunting hares, officers attended at the location but nobody was seen or vehicles present.
