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Report 
Traffic

PC Laybourne worked for 3 hours on the 4th. Concentrating on Stocksmoor Road. 9 traffic offence reports were submitted for excessive speed, the highest reading being 49mph

PC Laybourne spent 2.5hours in the area in normal duty time on the 20th. 7 traffic offence reports were submitted for excessive speed on Stocksmoor Road.

On the 30th PC Laybourne conducted a further three hours between 1800 – 2100hrs again concentrating on Stocksmoor Road. 7 traffic offence reports were submitted for excessive speed. Highest speed recorded was 57mph. 1 fixed penalty ticket issued for misuse of fog lights.
Patrols

PC Bailey patrolled the area for two hours on the 7th between 1700 – 1900 hours. Nothing of note to report.

PCSO Priestley worked for two hours on the 7th between 1600 – 1800hrs. Concentrating on the Middlestown area. No incidents of note or ASB in the area.

PCSO Baker worked on the 13th between 1600 -1900hrs.  Conducting foot patrol around Denby Grange sports and social club, Middlestown J&I School and Netherton village hall. Nothing of note no youths present.

PCSO Priestley conducted a further 3 hours on the 18th, between 1600 – 1900hrs. NO youths were present and no calls to the area.

PC May worked for one hour on the 20th and 21st conducting patrols around the Netherton area.

PCSO Baker paid attention to Middlestown J&I school, Overton cricket club and surrounding areas on the 22nd having completed four hours of patrols between 1600 – 2000hrs. They also completed a further 2 hours on the 24th (1600 – 1800) completing foot patrol around Netherton. No incidents of note were reported.

PC Bailey conducted high visibility patrol on the 25th between 1700 – 1900 hrs. The area was very quiet and calls were received.

PC May worked for two hours on the 26th between 1800 – 2000hrs. Attention was paid to Church Lane and Netherton village hall. No issues. 
Crime
Only four offences have been recorded in the past month.

Two theft from motor vehicles, the first of which occurred on the 3rd on Sandy Lane, where a vehicle has had the front and rear number 0plates s stolen.

On the 20th on Blacker Lane, offenders have removed the catalytic convertor from a Ford Ranger, which was parked in a communal area.

On the 10th a wheelie bin was taken from an address on Water Lane and the contents emptied believed in readiness to burn the bin. The bin was located by complainant prior to any damage being caused.

On the 25th, due to community intelligence officers attended at an address on New Road. Officers were allowed entry by the female occupant and a small amount of cannabis was recovered. A male also present at the address admitted that the drugs were his and has been summoned to appear at court.

Anti-Social Behaviour
6 ASB related calls have been received.

On the 1st a call was received of damage having been caused on Stonecliffe Drive. Officers attended to discover that a garden gate had come off its hinges and only required screwing back on. Also found in the garden was a for sale from a differing property. No offences were recorded.

On the 6th a report was received of a vehicle that has pulled up next to a 17 year old female and asked her to get into the car. The female refused and the car drove off pulling up a short distance away, no further interaction between the two took place. No vehicle registration was obtained so no further enquiries could be completed. Officers have been made aware for further sightings.

On the14th a report of damage was made from Ashwood Heights as an external boundary wall had been damaged, by what appeared to be a vehicle. All vehicles in the locality were checked but no damage was seen on any of them. 

Also on the 14th a suspicious vehicle was reported on Ramsey Road, a van drive slowly passed the callers 11 year old son on three occasions as they were walking home from school. No further details were obtained of the vehicle.

On the 15th a nuisance youth call was logged on Ridge Crescent, where a group of youths have thrown eggs at the caller’s house. None of the youths were known.

On the 21st a report was received of several vehicles parked up causing an obstruction on Sandy Lane opposite Stonecliffe Drive. PCSO’s attended but the offending vehicles had left. Further attention will be paid to the area.
