Report 

Traffic
PS Pennington conducted 4 hours of speed checks on the 10th between 1500 and 1900hrs on New Road. 2 verbal warnings were given, 1 VDR issued, otherwise very quiet.
A further 4 hours were conducted on the 12th between 1500 and 1900 hrs. 1 traffic offence report for speeding was issued, 2 verbal warnings, 4 VDR’s for lighting defects.
Patrols
PC Kurtovic worked for two hours over the 2nd and 3rd, paying attention to South Lane due to inappropriate activities having been reported. Vehicle checks were also conducted.
He also worked for a further three hours on the 10th, 11th and 12th, no issues of note.

PC Jackson worked between 1700 – 2000hrs on the 15th. Spoke with parents and scouts at Midgeley, very quiet due to poor weather.
PC Bailey worked for two hours on the 16th between 0200 and 0400 hrs. Foot patrol was conducted around Netherton all quiet nothing of note.

PC Kurtovic worked into the early hours of the 21st – 22nd. Vehicle checks were conducted all found to be secure. Passing attention paid to the garden centre in Middlestown due to recent thefts. 

Crime

Two house burglaries have been recorded in the past month.
The first occurred between the 30th November and 4th December on Highfields, offenders attempt to gain entry by forcing the rear patio doors, but the door falls from the internal runner and jams. Offenders make good escape unseen.
The 2nd occurred on the 17th on Upper Lane. Offenders gain entry via the conservatory doors having caused damage to the locks. A tidy search is made and offenders steal electrical equipment/jewellery and an amount of cash.

One theft from motor vehicle has been recorded which occurred on the 19th on Old Road. The complainant who is a gas fitter is loading his van having completed a job, when unknown persons have removed equipment.

A theft of motor vehicle was reported on the 14th from Blacker Lane, unknown persons have gained entry to a secure vehicle and stolen it.

One further theft has been reported on the 10th on New Road, Suspects have climbed over a security fence and stolen a number of Xmas trees.

Three damage offences have been recorded, the first on the 7th, on Cross Road, offenders have entered the school grounds and caused damage to the building’s roof as well as some toys.
Also on the 7th on Nell Gap Lane, a male is seen via CCTV to cause damage to two vehicles causing scratches in the bodywork. Enquiries are ongoing to trace the suspect.

On the 17th, the roofs of two sheds are damaged on Nell Gap Lane.

Anti Social Behaviour

There has been six ASB related calls in the past month.
On the 3rd a suspicious incident was reported from Low Lane. Two males had approached the caller and asked for some help with a broken down vehicle, both of the males smelt of alcohol and the caller felt that something wasn’t right. It was established that the car had actually left the road no injuries or damage was reported.
On the 4th a red transit van was seen on Hostingley Lane towing a trailer, the caller believed this to be suspicious as they hadn’t seen it before. No further reports were received.

On the 16th a parking issue was reported on Nell Gap Lane, where a vehicle had been left parked across the pavement for a couple of days. A PCSO attended and found that although parked on the pavement the vehicle wasn’t causing an obstruction.
On the 21st three males were seen on Netherfield Avenue, looking through windows of empty houses. When challenged by a neighbour the three got into a van and drove away.

A nuisance youth call was received on the 22nd from the bin area on St Lukes Close. Area searched no youths found.
On the 30th a report was received regarding speeding vehicles on Hostingley Lane. All made off towards Dewsbury.
