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Report 
Traffic

On the 20th between 0700 – 0900 on New Road PC May conducted two hours of speed checks. 

1 x traffic offence report was issued for excessive speed, 2 were verbally warned. An address was visited nearby due to information received regarding a quad bike. The owner confirmed that they were in possession of one and were advised regarding the possible seizure of it if seen on public land.

PC Laybourne conducted two hours of speed checks on the 24th between 1800 – 2000hrs. All the time was spent on Stocksmoor Road. 4 traffic offence reports were submitted for excessive speeding.
Patrols

PCSO Baker conducted 2 hours patrol on the 6th between 1800 -2000hrs. Attention was paid to Overton stores, Middlestown School and Cross Road off licence for nuisance youths, none found. Emroyd woods was also patrolled due to nuisance bikes, nothing to report.

A further 2 hours was conducted on the 8th, with attention paid to Emroyd Woods, no nuisance bikes were present.

PC Bailey completed two hours of patrol between 0100 – 0300hrs on the 13th. NO calls to the area were made.

PC May conducted 2 hours patrol in Emroyd Woods on the 22nd, concentrating on nuisance bikes. Nothing was seen/heard.

PC Bailey completed 1.5 hours of patrol on the 25th, concentrating on Emroyd woods. Nothing seen/heard.
Crime
No Burglary Dwelling offences have been recorded.

Only one other burglary has been recorded which occurred on the 8th on New Road. Offenders have gained entry to a garage and a BBQ has been taken. The following day the victim discovers that the BBQ has been returned.

Two other thefts have been recorded, between the 7th and 9th on New Road, empty beer barrels have been taken from the yard of the club.

On the 19th, suspects have taken garden furniture from the Black Bull on Bar Lane.

One damage offence has been recorded on Hostingley Lane, where a vehicle has been struck with an unknown object causing a dent and scratches to the body work
Anti-Social Behaviour
Five ASB related calls have been logged.

On the 1st a suspicious incident was reported on New Road. A male and female could be heard talking and banging about, caller believed that they were trying to break into the neighbours shed. Officers attended and found the shed locked and secure but there was a house party ongoing at the rear of the premises.

On the 9th a call was received stating that a group of youths were letting fireworks off at vehicle on New Road. The youths were unknown to the caller and had left the area when officers attended. No damage was caused.

On the 15th a loud party was reported on Ashwood Heights. The caller was advised to ring the council noise nuisance team. Officers were able to attend some time later and the party had stopped.

On the 17th a suspicious vehicle was seen driving around the area of Old Road. The vehicle was seen driving slowly past driveways and the occupants were looking into them, which made the caller nervous. No offences were reported. 

On the 30th a suspicious male was reported on St Lukes Close, tampering with the gas and electricity meters of an empty property. Officers attended and found that the male was a sub-contractor legitimately completing work.
