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Report 
Traffic

PC May conducted speed checks on New Road on the 8th, 2 traffic offence reports were submitted, 1 for not wearing of a seatbelt and the 2nd for excessive speed.

PC Laybourne worked for 2 hours on the 18th (1400-1600). 5 traffic offence reports were submitted for speeding on Stocksmoor Road.

He also worked for a further three hours on the 20th, a further 5 traffic offence reports were submitted and a male arrested for drunk driving, for which he was charged and bailed to court.

PC Laybourne conducted speeding checks for 1 hour on the 24th, 3 further traffic offence reports were submitted.
Patrols

PCSO Baker worked on the 1st between 1600 – 2000hrs. Attention was paid to Emroyd woods, Denby grange sports club and Middlestown schools. No issues were reported. In a field off Emroyd Wood an amount of litter and beer cans was discovered and it appeared someone had tried to set a fire. A further two hours was worked on the 13th between 1600-1800hrs concentrating on the same areas. No issues. 

PC Bailey conducted patrols across the area on the 15th between 2000 – 2200hrs. No issues.

PC Bailey conducted a further 2 hours on the 21st, area was quiet.

PCSO Baker patrolled the area for three hours on the 23rd, conducting foot patrol around Emroyd Woods, nothing of note.
Crime
Four Burglary dwelling offences have been reported.

The first on the 1st from Upper Lane, where a bogus workmen has posed as a council worker at an elderly females address, he has then asked for the water to be turned on and off, during which he has been able to gain access to her bedroom where he has searched the bedding and drawers. NO money has been taken as it was missed by the offenders. Enquiries are ongoing.

On the 5th on Oakland Drive, offenders have found a small window open at the side of the premises, using a clothes prop they have then hooked the door key from a wall hook. They have then entered the house and removed the car keys and other selected property (jewellery, phone and cash) before making off in the victims vehicle, which was later discovered burned out.

Two offences took place overnight on the 20th, on Woodhall Close, offenders have gained entry through an open bathroom window and have removed a number of electrical items and cash, before exiting via the door having located the keys.

On Old Road, offenders gain entry via an insecure door, an untidy search is made of the premises and offenders escape with an amount of jewellery and clothing.
Two other burglary offences have taken place, overnight on the 1st, on Coxley Crescent, a garden shed has had the lock broken from it, no property stolen.

On the 12th offenders have entered a detached garage and taken a Rockhopper mountain bike.

Two theft from motor vehicles offences have been reported, on the 1st on Coxley Crescent, offenders have stolen an exhaust and stands from a motorbike parked on the callers driveway.

On the 20th on New Road, offenders gain entry to a vehicle parked on caller’s driveway, take a small amount of cash before making good their escape.

On the 19th, money is stolen from a house on New Road after a house party. A male has been interviewed for the offence.

Two damage offences have been recorded, on the 2nd on New Road, suspect scratches the length of a vehicle, believed using a coin before making off.

The second occurred on the 29th on Nellgap Avenue, unknown person’s scratch panels on both of sides of the vehicle using a sharp implement, and offenders make off unseen.
Anti-Social Behaviour
7 ASB related calls have been received.

On the 4th a report was made of a nuisance cars being parked in a car park on Smithy Lane. The vehicles all has their lights on and loud music could be heard. Earlier in the day two quad bikes had been driven around the cricket pitches. No further details were obtained, NPT officers were made aware for extra patrols.

On the 14th a report was made of a vehicle causing an obstruction on Netherfield Avenue. The vehicle had been parked in front of the caller’s garage. The owner was traced to be local and advised, the vehicle eventually moved.

On the 18th a nuisance youth call was logged from Stonecliffe Drive, the caller had had a number of items thrown into her address, this included eggs, tins of baked beans and even a for sale sign. The caller hasn’t actually seen anyone do this, but a group of youths had started to hang around near the area.

On the 21st a suspicious male was reported on Blacker Lane, the male had knocked at the callers address, by the time the door was answered the male had walked to the rear of the property. The male then asked the caller if he wanted to sell his vehicle, when told no he just kept going on, before leaving in a red transit van. No offences were committed and no further details were obtained of the vehicle.

Three suspicious incidents have been logged. The first on the 22nd on Thornhill Road, the caller reported that someone was knocking on her door asking for the caller husband, the male at the door looked dodgy and scruffy. When the caller shut the door he became angry and aggressive and started banging again, when threatened with police he stopped. Caller feels he may be a debt collector.

Ion the 25th on Upper Lane, a foreign male came to the door, when answered the male took the callers hand and kissed it asking the caller to buy a picture as his grandmother is deaf and needs implants. Caller concerned in case the male went to a vulnerable persons address they would feel the need to give him money. Male had not been seen in the areas before. NPT officers did attend but the male was not located.

On the 28th on Netherfield Crescent, caller stated that she had heard a lot of banging from inside her house whilst she was upstairs. Officers attended and discovered fireworks near the bins in the garden. No other damage was found.
